2 A letter and email addressed to the NLC Chief Executie, Head of Legal Services and Chief Planning Officer, and copied to our 4 councillors  was sent on 24th April outlining our objections and additionally requesting 
We therefore request the following:
· The plans be temporarily paused.
· The opportunity for the residents, via the Association, to be consulted on the proposed plans.
· Our concerns to be addressed by the Council and the developer.
· That the verified contact details for the Battery Energy Storage (BES) developer are provided to the Association
These requests would seem to be fair in light of the approach outlined within your website.
Additionally we seek to have a meeting with Planning Department to;
· Establish how to ensure that the views of Hareshaw are sought this and any future developments in or around the village.
· Understand the process whereby developer contact information published by NLC planning is unverified or erroneous.

To date we have had no response
3 We have established contact with the two developers Ili and Data Vita and have started dialogue with Ili
4 The website of Action to Protect Rural Scotland has some useful information for us - https://aprs.scot/chapelhall-ai-growth-zone/ regarding what they have discovered. It clarifies that each of Ili and Data Vita are proposing combined AI Data Centres and Battery Energy Storage Systems developments and not just Ili for Data Centres and Data Vita for BESS, as was the assumption at our meeting. Labelled as sites 6,7 and 2 on the APRS diagrams.
